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Cork County Council’s Arts Office is another
exemplary cultural service, which provides
opportunities for public engagement with and
in the arts (for example through the Creative
Communities Grant Scheme which was the first
of its kind in the country) as well as supporting
professional artists develop their practice
through commission opportunities, bursaries
and training. Arts for Health, Early Years Arts
and Performing Arts are all supported and the
Arts Grant Scheme covers a range of activities
such as festivals, arts in schools’ projects,
writers’ groups, choirs, youth groups, and arts
activity for the elderly. Close to 150 Arts projects
were supported by this Scheme in 2017 as well
as over 30 Festivals; worth close to €1.5M to the
County.

The County of Cork is renowned for its
variety of cultural festivals, many of which
draw tourists from around the world such as
the International Storytelling Festival in Oilean
Chléire. Such festivals, in addition to significant
cultural tourism attractions are one of the
reasons why over 1 million people visit County
Cork each year, also benefiting from being part
of both Ireland’s Ancient East and the Wild
Atlantic Way. Recently the Tourism Section of
Cork County Council has developed A Tourism
Statement of Strategy & Work Programme
2017—-2022, which details Cork County Council’s
role as a leader of tourism development. The
key focuses of the Tourism section include 1)
Product/Experience Development; 2) Festivals
and Events, and, 3) Marketing and Promotion.

Cork County Council’s Irish Office also
offers a range of different services, benefiting
Cork’s two outstanding Gaeltachts, Oliean
Chléire and Muscrai, and an increasing number
of people speaking Irish countywide. Seachtain

Creative Ireland can remind people
of the pastimes of old and foster a love for
connecting with one another in the traditional
sense of cultural expression.

People today simply strive for something
real and pure in life and we must be as real as we
can be to them and to ourselves by protecting
our culture and promoting it, essentially being
ambassador’s for our area and custodians
at the same time. As such, rather than over-
complicating things, we should focus on the
simple things that make us who we are and that
we delight in and value. This is our culture and
by focusing on what is real, County Cork will
always remain a special place for any visitor to

Creativity can arise at any time and at any

place. County Cork needs to foster creativity

by ensuring that the necessary infrastructure is
in place. Creative Ireland provides a wonderful
opportunity to invest in cultural infrastructure
within the County to ensure that the said
appropriate resources are in place in a variety of
locations, which will help to support community
creativity and facilitate a myriad of creative
endeavours. This will require investment in areas
where facilities are lacking notwithstanding
strong demand and existing buildings will

also be targeted, that with a small amount of
investment, could be adapted for cultural use by
local communities and cultural practitioners.

Cultural Resource Planning and Investment

An audit of cultural resources and infrastructure
will be undertaken to ascertain the needs of
communities and cultural practitioners within
the County. Cultural Infrastructure is of course
not just a physical consideration, but also
includes festivals and a myriad of collections
that relate to County Cork. One of the most
important resources is the people of County
Cork that are involved in cultural pursuits, either
individually, professionally or as a community,
and the mapping exercise will also depict this
cultural activity from a geographical perspective,
thusly identifying where cultural demand exists
and targeting investment to ensure that the right
resources exist across the County.

Collections that relate to County Cork, both
known and extant outside of the public sphere,
form a very important part of the County’s
cultural infrastructure. The Creative Ireland
Programme provides the opportunity to enhance
archives (digital and physical) and Cork County
Council will organise collections days where
the public will be requested to submit what
they have to same (oral histories, photographs
documents, etc.). Such an outreach project

has the potential to discover unexplored or
heretofore unknown collections with the end
purpose of making these available centrally/
online such as via Cork County Library’s Local
Studies Website.

Creativity comes in many different forms, and
every single person is creative in some manner,
shape or form, every single day. In County Cork,
the Creative Ireland Programme will encourage
the exploration of creative ability, both at
individual and community level, to foster a
sense of belonging to culture and through
culture, where everyone has the opportunity

to get involved. In liberating creativity, entire
communities will know their culture and be

an integral part of it. Liberating Creativity is
about communicating culture, communicating
Creative Ireland.

Creative County Cork Information Leaflet
Cork County Council will produce a user-
friendly information leaflet for widespread
dissemination to inform people about Creative
Ireland and to encourage involvement.

Creative County Cork Outreach

Operation of the Creative Ireland Programme in
County Cork will involve reaching out to people
of all abilities and will endeavour to ensure that
no one has felt sidelined by culture. This will
involve a creative approach and will include
supporting creative opportunities in hospitals
and old-age homes as well as the holding of
cultural events where people of all ages, abilities
and walks of life can interact. In support of this
objective the Council’'s Community based Artist
in Residence programme will be enhanced to
include residency based programmes in visual
and performing arts, film and writing. It will
also include the rollout of ‘Three’s Company’

in the County, an incentive to see the holding

Creativity Trials / Opportunities
will be rolled out to a number of Libraries as
well as further locations, particularly where
local groups seek to get involved at the local
level —based on a recognition that culture can
serve the wider community, as well as existing
urban centres.

Creativity in our Schools and Criunnia

The youth aspect of Creative Ireland is very
important and every effort should be made to
promote, as stated in the Creative Youth Plan, ‘a
holistic approach to encouraging and supporting
creativity, imagination and individual expression
in young children’. This will involve engaging
with teachers and parents’ associations with the
goal of extending the range of creative activities
and participation amongst young people.

A creative writing competition
(From the Well) will also be maintained, having
proven very successful over the last number of
years.

Reading for Children

Cork County Council’s Library and Arts Service
will undertake a range of activities to promote
literature and literacy to children such as the
Summer Reading Project.

The Nature of Creativity

Nature has always had an ability to inspire
creativity, however, there are fears that we

are increasingly living in a cyber bubble and
hence learning less about the natural world

that contains us. Recent research by the
Heritage Council has shown that ‘there are
significant benefits, including to health and
well-being, to contact with the outdoors and the
environment’. In County Cork the importance
of understanding the natural world will be
promoted through schools and through projects
and events aimed at all ages and all walks of life,
for example, the County Cork School Gardens
Competition, which promotes biodiversity,
creativity, healthy eating, art in the garden and
various cultural themes.

The Arts Office will continue to work with
artists, national art institutions, festivals and
curators to develop exhibition projects featuring
contemporary visual art production from the
County.

Cork Month

The strategy will promote amongst businesses,
art centres, through the library network and a
range of other locations, that for one month

of the year there will be a commitment to
showcasing work only from the local area. It will
be a month where the people of Cork collectively
promote their local culture and as such become
ambassadors for creativity by promoting, hosting
and showcasing local cultural endeavours and
connections.

The 1916 Rising was described as a revolution of
poets and painters. Eire is indebted to the many
people who went before us and this Strategy
will have a key focus on Ireland’s Decade of
Centenary Commemorations, particularly with
regard to the role played by County Cork in the
War of Independence and Civil War, as well as
many other centenaries and commemorations
such as Universal Suffrage and the key dates of
famous characters and events associated with
County Cork and indeed Ireland’s past.

Reflecting on the War of Independence

A programme to reflect on the War of
Independence will be developed by the Arts
Office which will invite artists, commemoration
groups, arts organisations and other interested
parties to propose ideas for imaginative
responses to County Cork’s War of Independence
events. This initial call for proposals may lead

to investment by the Council in a number of
projects that would serve as significant artistic
interpretations or reflections on such key events.

Celebrating Cork’s Past

The “Celebrating Cork Past Exhibition” will
continue to be supported by Cork County
Council—a day for the County’s groups to
highlight and promote the heritage/culture they
preserve and protect locally, to other like-minded
people and visitors.

‘Culture Night is an annual all-island public event
that celebrates culture, creativity and the arts’. Cork
County Council’s Arts Office coordinates

the County Cork programme. The Council
will strongly promote the Creative Ireland
theme as part of Culture Night and encourage
involvement throughout the County
(www.culturenightcorkcounty.ie).

What’s in a Place?

Communities have a strong sense of pride with
regard to their locality. With this in mind and
through this strategy, Cork County Council will
aim to support signage at entry points to towns
and villages that mention the name of the place
with a caption as to its uniqueness, its famous
sons and daughters, etc. This will clearly appeal
to tourists (especially for places located along
or within the Wild Atlantic Way or Ireland’s
Ancient East, respectively) and will furthermore
strengthen the sense of community and place.

Cork County Council will encourage
projects that relate to the Irish Language and
through this strategy, aims to enhance and
promote use of the language by as many people
as possible; nothing conveys our native mind
like our native tongue.

Partnership

Cork County Council will seek opportunities
to develop projects, initiatives and events with
different organisations and groups to facilitate
increased opportunities for protecting and
promoting the Irish Language.

Arts in Irish

This strategy seeks to encourage and enhance
the number of people involved in promoting or
working with the Irish language through artistic
expression and creativity.

Cork County Council will run a number of free
Conversation Irish Classes, held in the County
Hall as well as other venues throughout the
County, for both Council staff and the wider
community to enhance their knowledge and love
for the Irish Language. Every effort will also be
made to support local groups organising similar
classes in their locality.

Identify with Irish

Just as Creative Ireland ‘Created in Cork’
badges will be undertaken in English to convey
awareness and support for the Creative Ireland
Programme, ‘Created in Cork’ badges will

also be created in Irish, to convey a love of the
language and a desire to use same.

Cork County Council will seek the establishment
of a working group to further the use of the
Irish Language within the County. This is based
on the recognition that there are many people
within the County who would have much to
offer on such a group. Matters discussed and
ideas raised will then feed into the workings
and deliberations of the County Council’s Arts
spc. The setting up of such a group is a fine
recognition in 2018 of Bliain na Gaeilge.
